of guests. Plan the event solo or use the help and resources of other families.

e Tickets to Events — sporting events, concerts, festivals. These can easily be paired with other items
for a fun night out.

e Vacation Rentals, Time Shares, Travel Miles for flights or hotels — donations received early can be
combined to create a fantastic experience.

e Collectible, limited edition items such as signed sports memorabilia.
